Course Description:  In this class, we will study human thought and behavior through the lens of the social science, known as “psychology.”  This class will follow a “blended” format, where students can log-in to my webpage at any time (mrmcnabb.weebly.com) to watch video, read relevant articles, practice vocabulary cards, reflect, and take notes/write down questions for class the next day.  Then in class, students will do worksheets, participate in class discussions, and apply their newly gained knowledge in a variety of activities.  Students without internet access at home will just read text sheets provided in class each evening at home to prepare for the following day of class.

Many short videos will be shown during class time.
Materials Needed:  A notebook, binder, ipad (if available), and something to write with EVERY DAY!

Procedures/Expectations:

1) Students are to come to class prepared with materials listed above, having read or watched the video of each day’s lesson. 
2) Lesson will be mostly completed in class, and should never be late.
However, 1-day late assignment will lose 50% of earned grade.  2 or more days late will receive a 0%.

3) Students are to be attentive and involved in class lessons and work.  

4) Students may redo low-graded assignments to earn back ½ the credit lost.  

“Redo papers” have a one-day turn around limit.  

5) Whatever assignments are not completed in class become homework, due the following day.  

6) Quizzes and other formative assessments will be given regularly to assess student comprehension along the way.

7) A test will be given at the end of each of unit/chapter.  Tests may not be retaken. 

Grading:

80% of semester grade is made up of:

Tests – 50% of semester grade
Assignments (class work/worksheets) – 30% of semester grade

Participation (group work, review problems, projects) – 20% of semester grade

20% of semester grade is from the semester exam
